12I also saw the dead, the great and the small,

standing before the throne, and books were opened. Another book was opened, which is the

book of life, and the dead were judged according to their works by what was written in the

books. 13Then the sea gave up the dead that were in it, and death and Hades gave up the

dead that were in them; each one was judged according to their works. 14Death and Hades

were thrown into the lake of fire.

 The subjective criterion for salvation is faith alone, with nothing 
added (Eph. 2:8-9).

 But the objective reality of that salvation is manifested in the
subsequent godly works that the Holy Spirit leads and empowers
believers to perform.
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 True believers are transformed by the power 
of the indwelling Holy Spirit and persist in 
doing good.

 A person’s actions form an infallible index to 
their character and give credence to their 
confession of faith.

 All believers will stand before Jesus one day 
and will be judged for their works (deeds).

 While judgment is by works, salvation is by 
grace, through faith (Eph 2:8-9).
